Warm to hot; for most species the warmer the better, with winter-time

Bright, filtered light and fairly long day length is required for best results. In

Light: nature, some plants happily tolerate exposure to full sun for at least part of the
day.
Plenty of watering is required during the growing season. High humidity and
Water- |good air movement are also essential. When plants are not in active growth,
Humidity: [reduce watering, as they are prone to rotting during the cooler months if kept too
wet.
When in active growth, these plants require heavy feeding in order to bulk up. Use
Fertilizer: |general orchid fertilizers at the recommended rate, twice weekly. Reduce feeding
once pseudobulbs have reached full size and matured.
Potting: Use large pots with a coarse potting mix, as these plants produce extensive root
systems.
